AQUATIC FACILITY RULES AND REGULATIONS

Spokane County Parks, Recreation and Golf

We encourage you to make your visit a fun and safe experience. Please observe all rules.
These are for your safety. Individuals who interfere with the staff’s ability to perform
their duty may be asked to leave the facility.

AQUATIC FACILITY RULES

1.

Lifeguards are responsible for enforcing safety rules and responding to
emergencies. Parents or guardians remain responsible for the supervision of their
children.

Children under twelve (12) years of age must be under direct supervision of a
responsible adult eighteen years of age or older.

Children under six (6) years of age or under 48” in height must be directly
supervised by a responsible adult eighteen years of age or older who is in the
water and within an arms length distance of the child at all times.

You must be at least 48” tall to ride the water slides.

Non-swimmers cannot go beyond shoulder depth water. Pool staff may ask
anyone in the pool to perform a swim test before using the diving board, water
slide or deep water area.

No diving in shallow water.

Diseases: Persons having skin lesions, sore or inflamed eyes, mouth, or nose or
ear discharge shall not be allowed to use pool. No person with a communicable
disease, including vomiting or diarrhea within the last two weeks, may use the
pool.

Alcohol, tobacco, vapor devices and illegal drug use is prohibited.

Food and drink in designated areas only. No gum or glass containers allowed. No
outside food or beverage allowed in the facility.

10. All swimmers must shower before entering the pool.

11. Running, pushing or horseplay of any kind is not allowed.

Masks, fins, snorkels and other swimming aids must be approved by the pool
staff.

Infants and toddlers ages 2 and under must wear plastic pants or swimming
diapers with protective coverings. Diapers must be changed in the designated
diaper changing area.

Report all accidents and incidents immediately to pool staff. Telephone and first
aid kits are located in the office.

Persons with heart, cardiovascular problems, or who are prone to seizures should
swim with a buddy.

Additional requirements may be imposed by pool staff, when necessary, for the
safety and enjoyment of the public.

Failure to obey facility rules or staff instructions may result in loss of privilege to
use the facility.
